Tidewater Emmaus/Chrysalis Agape Fund Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
1. When will the funds from the Agape fund be available to support TWE/TWC?
Each month JustGive will send a check for the amount of funds donated in the month.  The Board will review the current financial priorities and use the available funds to address those priorities.

2. Will the Agape funds be used to pay for teaming and sponsoring fees?

The Board will use the funds according to the financial priorities of the Community.  The prayer is that there are enough donations to the fund to take care of the annual financial obligations AND reduce the cost of teaming and sponsoring.

3. Can I pay my teaming or sponsoring fees through the JustGive web site?

JustGive cannot be used to pay teaming fees or sponsoring fees.  The Board is looking into other options for fee payment (besides checks), such as online credit card payment utilities such as PayPal.  Teaming and Sponsoring fees are tax deductible whether or not they are paid through JustGive.  The Board will provide a receipt for the fees you pay should you wish to deduct the teaming or sponsoring donation from your taxes.

4. According to the information provided by the Board, if everyone donated $76.40 per year we would raise enough funds to pay for an entire year of TWE/TWC weekend events and fourth day operations.  If I donate $76.40 to TWE/TWC through the JustGive web site, do I still need to pay Teaming/Sponsoring/CST fees?

Unless EVERYONE contributes at least $76.40 per year to the fund, fees will still need to be paid.  Consider this:  In order to raise the $67,223 to cover the entire TWE/TWC year, all 880 members for which we currently have email or postal mail contact information would need to donate $76.40 per member.  If this happened and the fund was built to the full level, then nobody would pay teaming, CST, or sponsoring fees.  What is the likelihood that all 880 members will contribute $76.40 in a year?  God is amazing, He will work all things to His plan so we will pray and watch His plan unfold.  It will take the entire Community to work together.  So even if we donate to the fund we still need to plan to pay teaming/CST/sponsoring fees, but hopefully those fees will come down as the Agape fund builds up.  

Consider this EXAMPLE:  Half of the members of TWE/TWC donate $76.40/year to the Agape fund.  

The Agape fund is up to 50% of our financial requirement, we are able to bring down fees by 50%.  Sponsoring a pilgrim is now $90.  You donated $76.40 to the Agape fund.  Compare the out of pocket costs:
No Agape Fund
Agape Fund at 50% 
If you Sponsored Spring or Fall = $180
Spring/Fall $90(+76.40 your donation)=$166.40

If you Sponsored Spring & Fall = $360
Spring & Fall = 90+90(+76.40)=$256.40

If you Sponsored a Couple Spring or Fall = $360
Couple Spring/Fall = $180+$76.40= $256.40

If you Sponsored a Couple Spring & Fall = $720
Couple Spring & Fall = $360+$76.40=$436.40
5. Can I designate my donation for a specific expense?

As we implement this process the Board will use the Agape fund as a general fund to support all aspects of Tidewater Emmaus and Chrysalis.  Use of Agape funds will be determined based on the financial needs and priorities of the Community.
6. When I donate on JustGive is my personal information safe and secure?

JustGive is a secure web site.  All of your information is encrypted and safe.  JustGive provides secure web services.  You can learn more about JustGive by visiting their web site:  www.justgive.org
7. How will I get a receipt for my JustGive donation?

You will receive an email message from JustGive after you submit your donation.  The email message is your receipt and can be used for tax filing purposes.

8. Will there be a separate JustGive button for Chrysalis.  A “button” that is only for Chrysalis?

No.  Tidewater Emmaus is the “parent” organization of Chrysalis.  The IRS recognizes Tidewater Emmaus with a specific Employee Identification Number (EIN).  Tidewater Chrysalis is a part of the Tidewater Emmaus organization.  Our EIN is a designated non-profit and this number is included in the database of charitable organizations that is part of JustGive.org.  Tidewater Emmaus files with the IRS each year on behalf of the entire Community (both Emmaus and Chrysalis).  Therefore, all funds donated to the Agape fund will be used to support both Emmaus and Chrysalis.
