I write as a witness to the wonderful ways that the Walk to Emmaus program and its lively
community support the local church. I am a lifelong United Methodist and pastor for many years
and have been a member of fwo Emmaus communities during my ministerial service. I walked as part
of the Shenandoah Valley Emmaus community and currently volunteer as the Community Spiritual
Director for the Tidewater Emmaus community.
